Healing Ministry





Have you ever felt called to a healing ministry? If you have then let me know as I want to plan training to equip a team for our Churches in Leighton/ Linslade and the Villages. We will follow Forward in Healing, a basic lay Training Course in the Ministry of Healing. 





Healing begins with a desire for growth or to change patterns of behaviour we know that are harmful and we feel powerless to transform. John 8:31 is a foundational verse: ‘If you make my word your home, you will indeed be my disciples. You will learn the Truth and the Truth will set you free’. 





An insight I want to share with you says, ‘what you don’t transform you transmit.’ There are many blocks to spiritual growth that affect all of us and these are: Lack of self-esteem/self-worth/ or lack of self-acceptance; a distortion of our image of God; habitual sin; un-forgiveness; un-repentance; guilt; shame; obsessions/possession/oppression. Each of these must be recognised and healed.





Shame and guilt need to be differentiated: Shame is a focus on self, ‘I am bad’; ‘I am a mistake’; guilt is a focus on behaviour, ‘I did something bad’, ‘I made a mistake’.





 The effects of shame are staggering; addiction, depression, aggression, bullying, eating disorders and suicide.





If you are involved in your own process of growth and you have a prayer life and pray with others, preferably you have an experience of spiritual direction and you feel called to frontline ministry of healing then do contact me. 





We will undergo a six weeks training programme at a time that suits and we will be a resource within the team.

Statement about the late Bishop Hubert Victor Whitsey


from the Diocese of St. Albans:





The Church of England has been supporting the police on an investigation into allegations of sexual offences against children and adults by the late Bishop Hubert (Victor) Whitsey. The allegations date from 1974 onwards when he was Bishop of Chester and while he was retired and living in Blackburn diocese. Bishop Whitsey also served as Bishop of Hertford in St Albans Diocese from 1971 to 1974. 





It is extremely unlikely that any abuse only began in 1974 at Chester and so it is probable that there are some victims or survivors from St Albans Diocese who may be unaware that such abuse has been identified and is being investigated. It is likely that some may wish to disclose abuse. Please could any such instances be referred immediately to Jez Hirst, Diocesan Safeguarding Adviser to ensure that the required response will be provided.
